DOG TAGS

A dog tag is required in Tonka Bay for all dogs over the age of six months.  Tags must be permanently attached to each dog’s collar and worn at all times.  The tag is valid for one year beginning January 1 and ending December 31.  
Payment made on or before March 15 is $16, and $32 after March 15.  Duplicates are available for $1 in case of loss.
PROOF OF VACCINATION
Every application for a dog license shall be accompanied by a certificate from a qualified vet showing the dog has a current rabies vaccination.  Not more than two years will have elapsed from the date of the vaccination to the time of the license expiration.  
ANIMAL CONTROL
South Lake Minnetonka Police Department handles animal control services in Tonka Bay.  Contact numbers are on the back of this brochure.  
LEASHING
Dogs are not permitted to run at large within the corporate limits of the city.  
Any person having the custody or control of any dog may not permit the dog to be on any street, public park or public place without being effectively controlled by a chain or leash not exceeding ten feet in length.
DOG NUISANCES
It is a nuisance for any animal to:

· bark excessively, continuously or untimely for a 5-minute period

· to frequent parks or public beaches
· chase cars

· molest, annoy or bite any person not on the owner’s property

· molest, defile or destroy any public or private property
CLEANING UP AFTER
YOUR DOG
Any person having the custody or control of any dog shall be responsible for cleaning up and disposing of any feces of the dog in a sanitary manner.
It shall also be their responsibility to have suitable equipment in their possession for the picking up, removal and sanitary disposal of feces.
TWO DOG PER HOUSEHOLD LIMIT
A kennel license is required to have more than two dogs in Tonka Bay.  The license must be approved by the City Council.  Contact city hall for more information.  All puppies must be sold or adopted within ninety days after birth in order to reduce the number of dogs in any household to a maximum of two.

MY DOG RAN AWAY – 
NOW WHAT?
Call Hennepin County Dispatch first at 763-525-6210.
Call City Hall at 952-474-7994.  We often get calls from the person who finds a lost dog.  If you call us and leave information on the dog and your contact number, we will call you should your dog show up at City Hall.  
If SLMPD finds your dog, they will keep it for at least 24 hours while they try to contact you.  This is why it is a good idea to have a current license.

The SLMPD contracts with Crossroads Animal Shelter in Buffalo, and that is where your pet would go.

Be advised that there are fees involved to retrieve your lost dog.
