Re:          Wellhead Protection Plan Part 1 – Public Information Meeting.    
The City of Tonka Bay is in the process of developing a Wellhead Protection Plan for its drinking water supply wells. As required by the Minnesota Wellhead Protection Rule (part 4720.5330, subpart 6), the Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) approved Part 1 of the Wellhead Protection Plan for our system.
