Storm drain stenciling is a great way the community can work together to protect our waterways.  Volunteers leave messages such as “Dump No Waste, Drains to Lake” on storm drains to educate and remind residents that what goes into the storm sewer drains to our lakes, streams and wetlands.

WHERE DOES STORM WATER GO? 

[image: image1.wmf]Storm water flows directly to the City’s waterways and not to a wastewater treatment plant.  Any pollutants in the storm water pollute our waterways.  This includes yard waste, household chemicals, oil, antifreeze and gasoline.  Fertilizer, pet waste, and yard waste (grass clippings, leaves) add nutrients to water and promotes algae and plant growth.  When algae and plants die, they use up precious oxygen.  This results in strong odors, fish kills and beach closures.  Chemicals from your lawn, driveway and street are also carried into the storm drains and are toxic to plants, insects and fish.
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
