The regular semi-monthly meeting of the Tonka Bay City Council was called to order at
7:00 p.m.

. ROLL CALL

Council Member Anderson made a motion to approve the consent agenda with notations
to item 4C. Council Member Eckland seconded the motion. Ayes: Anderson, Eckland,
Ottum, and Jennings. The motion carried.

. SPECIAL BUSINESS

a) PRESENTATION: South Lake Minnetonka Police Department — Chief Tholen
Quarterly Report Summary: Police Chief Tholen provided an update covering
2024 service activity, crime statistics, current 2025 trends, staffing levels, and
plans for upcoming special events. Officers continue to respond to a range of
incidents, including proactive policing efforts and resident calls. Call volume
remains consistent and reflects positive trends in community safety. There has
been a noticeable decrease in both serious and minor crimes. While specific
incidents were referenced, the overall trend shows a decline in criminal activity,
suggesting improved safety and effective policing. Officers are maintaining a
visible presence in the community through both proactive and reactive policing.
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The department’s efforts are part of a broader strategy to sustain low crime levels
and enhance public safety. Early data shows continued positive trends. Chief
Tholen emphasized the importance of not becoming complacent and continuing to
support community safety efforts. He concluded by highlighting the department’s
commitment to serving Tonka Bay and maintaining strong engagement with the
community.

SLMPD Code Enforcement for Excelsior - Chief Tholen explained that since 1980,
South Lake Minnetonka Police Department (SLMPD) has contracted with the City
of Excelsior for additional Community Service Officer (CS0) and Public Service
Officer (PSO) hours, specifically for park patrol and traffic control.

This agreement is separately budgeted, with Excelsior billed directly for the
services. Per the Joint Powers Agreement, all member cities must approve the
contract for it to proceed.

Importantly, this arrangement does not affect the regular CSO services in other
cities—scheduled officers will still respond to calls as usual. The additional hours
are meant to provide experience for aspiring police officers while enhancing
coverage in Excelsior.

A motion to approve the South Lake Minnetonka Police Department Joint Power
Agreement for additional CSO and PSO service hours for Excelsior was made by
Council Member Anderson. Council Member Eckland seconded the motion.
Ayes: Anderson, Eckland, Ottum, and Jennings. The motion carried.

Retiring May 23, 2025 — Chief Tholen announced that he will be retiring from the
police department and noted that he will still be a presence in the community.
Council thanked Chief Tholen for his service to SLMPD and to the Tonka Bay
community.

6. MATTERS FROM THE FLOOR

Peni Gensler, 185 Woodpecker Ridge Road asked Council for an update on the soils.
Council noted the public hearing to discuss mitigation of the soils will be May 13, 2025.

7. PUBLIC HEARINGS

A. Consideration of Special Home Occupation Permit ~ Dennis Richards
City Planner Johnson addressed the Council regarding a request from Dennis
Richards at 5100 Manitou Road for a special home occupation permit to operate a

A
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cannabis microbusiness with cultivation endorsement from his home. The property is
zoned R1A, designated for single-family residential use.

Mr. Richards proposed using a spare bedroom for the business, with no employees,
no customer visits, and no on-site sales or storage. However, Johnson explained
that, under city zoning regulations and current state cannabis laws:

e Cultivation of cannabis for sale is not an allowable use in a residential zoning
district.

+ Such activity requires a license from the Office of Cannabis Management
{OCM), which is not currently issuing licenses and may not permit cultivation
in residential dwellings.

Based on these factors, Johnson concluded that the proposed business does not
qualify as a permitted home occupation and recommends that the City Council deny
the permit request, as the proposed use does not comply with local or state
regulations.

The Public Hearing was opened at 7:35 p.m. (Video time stamp 35.18 minutes)

Dennis Richard, the applicant for the Home Occupation Permit at 5100 Manitou
Road, was present and read his comments to the Council.

No other comments from the audience were heard.
The Public Hearing was closed at 7:42 p.m.

Mayor Jennings stated that, regardless of how the application was submitted, the
request does not meet the requirements of the City ordinance and therefore cannot
be approved. He noted that under the cannabis ordinance adopted by the Council,
cannabis-related commercial activity is only permitted in C-2 zoning districts, which in
this City is limited to the strip mall near the bowling alley and Hazelwoods. He
emphasized that allowing such activity elsewhere would constitute unauthorized
commercial use. He added, "For the record, this isn't like writing a book — we're
dealing with a controlled substance.” He also commented on the application fee
being submitted in pennies, suggesting that such actions do not contribute to efficient
government operations, and concluded by stating his support for denying the
application.

City Administrator Holl clarified that the nature of the proposed activity fits the criteria

for a special home occupation permit, not a fimited one, and that is why a public
hearing was required based on legal advice.

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City Attorney Nason affirmed that the resolution in question both upholds the Zoning
Administrator's determination that the proposed business is ineligible for a limited
home occupation permit and denies the special home occupation permit as well, She
clarified that the proposed business fails to meet the criteria for either type of home
occupation permits under City code and State law.

A motion to approve Resolution 2025-11 Denying an Application for a Home
Occupation Permit and Memorializing the Findings and Reasons for Denial was
made by Council Member Anderson. Council Member Eckland seconded the motion.

9. NEW BUSINESS

A. LMCIT Insurance Renewal: City Administrator Holl informed Council that this is the time
of year when the City starts doing the renewal activities for insurance. Holl stated he
talked to League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust (LMCIT) today, and the City’s
insurance premiums through the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust
(LMCIT), managed by Gallagher, are expected to decrease by approximately 6-8%
this year—a trend seen across cities statewide. Holl noted this as very positive news.
As part of the annual renewal process, the Council will need to take three actions:
approve the insurance coverage binder, decide whether to waive the statutory tort
liability limits (which were not waived last year), and approve the Workers’
Compensation Policy. Holl highlighted that the City’s workers' compensation
experience rating is currently 0.87, down from 0.92 last year, indicating a strong
safety record and few claims. Holl also mentioned a change in deductibles: the
minimum deductible is increasing from $250 to $500, which will be applied this year.

A motion to approve the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust coverage
binder, as well as the approval to “not waive” the monetary limits for statutory tort
liabilities, and to approve the Workers Compensation Policy was made by Council
Member Anderson. Council Member Ottum seconded the motion. Ayes: Anderson,
Eckland, Ottum, and Jennings. The motion carried.

REPORTS

City Administrator Holl provided a brief update on several additional items from his
report in the packet. Holl noted that Security and Sound staff have been working hard in
preparation to move the sever equipment downstairs. The space, which was previously
cluttered with wires, has since been cleaned up, and a new IT cabinet is now installed.
Holl also mentioned that he and Public Works Director Schallberg will be attending a
League of Minnesota Cities training tomorrow. Tomorrow evening, he and Council
Member Eckland will be attending the Excelsior Fire District Board meeting.
Additionally, there is a Parks and Docks meeting scheduled for Monday April 28, 2025
at 5:30 p.m. Lastly, he thanked City Engineer Bradford for providing a new map now
displayed in the Council chambers.

Council Member Eckland inquired about a potential donor interested in supporting the
Tonka Bay fields through the Minnesota Baseball Association (MBA). Holl explained
that while no formal propesal has been made yet, they mentioned a donor interested in
sponsoring a portion of the park, and this will be discussed further at the upcoming
Parks and Docks meeting. Eckland also asked about the previously discussed $30,000
MBA donation commitment over three years. Holl confirmed that no funds have been
received yet, as the donation—originally intended to begin last year—requires a formal
agreement, which is still being developed. Once finalized, the annual $10,000
contributions would go to the City and be allocated to Parks and Docks for field
maintenance and improvements.

Mayor Jennings asked whether the previously mentioned scheduling conflicts between
baseball and softball had been resolved. Holl confirmed that the schedules were worked
out, with both MBA and MGSA reviewing and agreeing on the field use plan. Invoices
for 2024 field usage have been issued, including a delayed invoice for 2023. Holl also
noted that an additional hill just received likely covers maintenance from 2023 and
possibly earlier. MBA handles upkeep within the fenced field area, including mowing,
dragging, fertilizing, and watering, but not the rest of the park.

City Engineer Bradford reported that construction has begun, including the milling of
asphalt and ongoing storm sewer installation on Birch Bluff Road. Significant traffic
impacts are expected in the coming days, with only buses and emergency vehicles
allowed through; regular traffic is restricted at a soft closure near 122 Birch Bluff Road.
Residents have been notified. Bradford noted that a public hearing regarding soil
repatriation is scheduled for May 13, 2025. Bradford stated that Council will receive

materials in advance of the May 13 meeting, including both public and possibly
confidential packets. Public hearing notices were mailed out that day and will be
published in the Sun Sailor newspaper on May 1, 2025.

Mayor Jennings reported that a preliminary South Lake Minnetonka Police Department
budget meeting was held recently, though no major updates were discussed as the
process is still in early stages. He shared that Representative Myers has invited him to
testify at the Capitol on Thursday April 24, 2025 regarding the City's 2026 Capital
Improvement Proposal for Lakeview Avenue and Wildhurst Road—an exciting
opportunity, which he plans to follow up on with Council. He noted he will miss this
Friday's monthly regional roundtable meeting with Senator Ann Johnson Stewart and
other area mayors, but City Administrator Holl will attend on his behalf. Upcoming
meetings include Parks and Docks on Monday, April 28 at 5:30 p.m., and the next code
review session on Wednesday, April 30 at 6:00 p.m. Lastly, he announced a community
blood drive on May 10, 2025 from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m., sponsored by South Lake area
mayors, and encouraged public participation. He noted to watch for announcements on
our weekly email blasts.

There being no further business, Councilmember Andersen made a motion to adjourn the
meeting at 8:08 pm. Councilmember Ottum seconded the motion.

I hope this message finds you well. It's hard to believe how quickly the year is moving—we're already
into the first week of May!

I'm reaching out today regarding the 2025 4th of July Fireworks celebration. As you know, this annual
tradition is a cherished event for our South Lake Minnetonka communities, and we are grateful for the
longstanding partnership among the five surrounding municipalities in supporting the fireworks
display. The Excelsior-Lake Minnetonka Chamber of Commerce proudly coordinates the event,
ensuring it remains a festive and memorable evening for residents and visitors alike.

In the spirit of transparency and collaboration, | wanted to share an overview of the current costs and
anticipated income associated with the fireworks for 2025. Please feel free to share this information

with your council members as appropriate.

As you can see, we are currently facing a shortfall of $17,067 in funding for this year's fireworks
display. This gap is largely due to rising public safety costs—particularly from the SLMPD and EFD over




the past two years, as well as a decrease in funding from the Excelsior Rotary. We are actively working
to expand our fundraising efforts in 2025 but are limited with a staff of two, and due to the fact that
we are not a 501(c)(3) organization.

All fireworks-related funds are placed in a restricted account and are used exclusively for the
fireworks event. These funds do not support Chamber operations or other programming. Because we
are not a 501(c)(3), public donations are not tax-deductible, which can be a limitation we continue to
navigate carefully.

We will be sending out municipal invoices shortly, reflecting each city's traditional or previously
approved contribution for 2025. Your continued support is essential in helping us sustain this beloved
celebration for all of our community members to enjoy.

After the event, | will share a detailed Profit & Loss Statement in July. At that time, we can collectively
review the outcome and explore any needed adjustments or opportunities for future years.

This letter provides notice of the results of the Scoping 1 Meeting held between Todd Schallberg (city of
Tonka Bay), Abby Shea, and me {Minnesota Department of Heaith) on April 8, 2025, regarding wellhead
protection planning. In general, the preparation of Part 1 of a Wellhead Protection Plan (WHPP) that will
document the 1) delineation of a wellhead protection area, 2) delineation of a drinking water supply
management area, and 3) assessments of well and aquifer vulnerability related to these areas for the
primary water supply wells that are used by the study area communities. The wellhead protection area
is the surface and subsurface area surrounding public water supply wells through which contaminants
are likely to move and affect drinking water supply. The drinking water supply management area is the
area delineated using identifiable landmarks that reflect the wellhead protection area boundaries as

closely as possible,

-Scoping Decision Notice Table 2 iists all Public Water Supply wells addressed by the WHPP. The primary
wells are included within this notice and the emergency wells are exempt. However, the community
must manage an inner wellhead management zone that is defined by a 200-foot radius areund each

emergency standby well.

The community will have until August 20, 2028, to complete the amendment of its entire Wellhead
Protection Plan, Part 1and Part 2. The Minnesota Department of Health {(MDH) highly recommends that

half of the time be dedicated to completing Part 2 of the plan.

MDH will be completing the Part 1. There will be no cost to the community for this work. It is the
responsibility of the community to assist with the data collection when requested. The community will
be responsible for the completion of Part 2 of the Wellhead Protection Plan, with technical assistance

provided by MDH.

The Wellhead Protection Plan must be prepared in accordance with Minnesota Rules, parts 4720.5100
to 4720.5590. General wellhead protection requirements and criteria for delineating the wellhead
protection area and data reporting are presented in Minnesota Rules, parts 4720.5500 to 4720.5510.

The enclosed Scoping Decision Notice No. 1 formally identifies the information necessary to meet rule
requirements for preparing Part 1 of the Wellhead Protection Plan. The wellhead rule refers to the
existing information required for wellhead planning as data elements. Much of this information is
available in the public domain, as described in the Scoping Decision Notice No. 1form. You only need to
provide the information that is not in the public domain and, therefore, not available to MDH.

The Scoping Decision Notice No. 1 form also:
e Lists the Minnesota unique well number and well construction for each well that will be
included in the Wellhead Protection Plan (Table 2).
e Lists the pumping volumes for each well (Table 3).
¢ Includes a map of the well locations.

A summary of the information that the community needs to provide is included at the end of the

Scoping Decision Notice No. 1 form.

Finally, it is our understanding that you will serve officially as the wellhead protection manager on
behalf of your community. If this is incorrect, please let me know. You are responsible for providing a
notice of intent to develop the Wellhead Protection Plan, as required by the Wellhead Protection Rule
(part 4720.5300, subpart3). A copy of this notice should be forwarded to MDH and must include a list of
the community’s wells, the unigue numbers, and contact information for you as wellhead protection
manager. If you need an example notice, please reach out to Abby Shea (abby.shea@state.mn.us,

CALL TO ORDER

A regular meeting of the Tonka Bay Parks and Docks Commission was called to
order at 5:33 PM by Chair De La Vega. De La Vega welcomed new member
Stuart Henderson.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Motion by Smith, second by Ludens to approve the agenda. All in favor.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion by Smith, second by Ludens to approve the Consent Agenda as
presented with an addition on the March 10, 2025 minutes to invite the other
Commission applicant to attend meetings or volunteer. Administrator Holl said he
would make that addition and noted he had reached out to the applicant.
Henderson abstained from voting as he was not on commission at the time of the
minutes for approval. All in favor, Henderson abstained.

PUBLIC FORUM - None

OLD BUSINESS

Fishing Pier Update: Administrator Holl noted that the fishing pier project was complete,
and he would be working on the grant closeout with Hennepin County Youth Sports.
They committed $20,000. They would be coming out to see the new pier and would
provide signage to be installed. The group talked about having a Grand Opening/Ribbon
Cutting for the pier on May 10 and said they would discuss options at the next meeting.

Grant for hockey nets: Administrator Holl said that the grant of $440 for hockey nets is
set to expire in July 2025. It has been extended a couple of times. He said that if nets
were identified for purchase, they could be purchased, the grant closed out and the nets
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could be put in storage for future use. The question would be the type, style and size of
the nets as thee are there are several options. Stadelman said she will check with
Minnetonka Youth Hockey on if they had a recommendation as to the size or style of
nets or if they may possibly have access to used nets. From there, we can follow up with
getting quotes from providers.

Minnetonka Youth Hockey: Stadelman updated the group on her conversations with
Minnetonka Youth Hockey. She reported that they are interested in partnering with
Tonka Bay on development of a rink. Sam Rogers/MYH, estimated an outdoor rink with
refrigeration would be $1.5M. Adding a roof would be an additional $1M. ltems to
discuss beyond the construction would be annual maintenance, staffing, volunteer
hours, used equipment, Zambaoni and other itemns. Future rental of rink could create 20-
30 hours per week and $7,500 in weekly revenue at $250 per hour. Further discussion
ensued regarding a permanent vs removeable/modular system for the future rink and
potential size. After discussion, Lockovitch and Holl were assigned to do some further
research on rink systems and options. When a plan is established, the group can reach
out to Minnetonka Youth Hockey to see how they could be involved.

Location of Utilities at Manitou Park: Holl had checked with Public Works/Todd on the
focation of utilities at Manitou Park. He reported that there was electrical service to the
scoreboard from the lift station in the park. Sewer service for the area runs along the
east side of highway 19. A question arose about the power for the irrigation as well as
the “electrical box™ near the parking lot. Holl said he will follow up with Todd as to those
items. Future lighting was discussed and the need for electrical service in that case.
Since there is no current sewer service in the park itself, that would be a consideration
should a restroom as part of a warming house/shelter be considered.

The group talked about the possibility of ADA portable restrooms to include urinals. Holl
said he would check with Todd/Public works on the possibility.

NEW BUSINESS

CIP Discussion/Update: The group discussed background ¢n the concepts for Manitou
Park. A list of elements for the park is needed along with specifications. That list could
be used for a potential RFP. Installation was discussed and it was discussed that having
installation included would be prudent. Other venders would also need to be identified to
potentially evaluate concepts. Stadelman said she would take creating a playground
“punchlist” as an action item to be used for future RFP and specifications of what would
be needed for the new playground.

On the CIP itself, the group discussed the Three Rivers commitment for the Trail
connection project and the three $10K contributions committed by MBA. The trail
contribution was $95K. Holl said he will be working with those organizations to realize
those contributions. Holl further gave the group and update as to estimated funds the
Parks & Docks have to work with. As 2024 is not audited/complete, he started with the
known fund balance of 2023 and noted revenues for 2024 and 2025. Holl also reported
that it did not appear that MBA and MGSA were invoiced for 2024 field usage. He said
he will be working with them to invoice for 2024 and 2025 as well as working out the field
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schedules. A grant was noted by the Excelsior Rotary for $2,500 and wasn't included.
Some research will be necessary to see what/when that was for and if it was received.
After the discussion and background, Holl said he will provide a further update on the

P&D funds, revenues and donations.

Boat Slip Renewal Update & Waiting Lists: Holl updated the group that there were 2
dock slips that would go to the waiting list as residents moved out of town and gave up
their slips. All others renewed. He noted that there were 18 on the resident waiting list,
13 on the lakeshore, but not a resident list, and 55 on the non-resident list, the oldest of
which is from 2015. A question was raised if a resident became a non-resident, would
they get to keep their slip? The answer is no — they would have to give up their slip to a
resident. No action was taken by the commission regarding the waiting lists. Chair De La
Vega said a citizen contacted him about additional amenities including water and lighting
for the docks. He said it could be a future discussion item.

No Fishing Signage: Holl shared the templates for additional ‘no fishing’ signage. 2
additional graphic signs will be ordered and one replacement sign with verbiage will be
ordered. They will be installed when received.

Community Building/Events: Lockovitch spoke about encouraging additional community
events including food trucks, gardening club, movie nights, volunteer events and more.
National Kids to Parks Day was discussed. The group would like to promote that. No
specific event is planned, but in the meantime the City will promote the day via their
newsletter and email blast. Further plans for an event may be organized at the April
meeting. Ludens and Lockovitch will look at possibilities for that day.

MISCELLANEQUS

Terms of Commissioners: Holl asked the group to review the terms of the
Commissioners so that it was noted properly. Stadelman and others shared terms and
whom replaced whom in the past couple years. Holl said he will revise the terms on the
contact list and send to Stadelman to proof. Once the terms are solidified, Holl can send
out Oaths of Office to folks for signature. The group agreed that that was sufficient as
opposed to verbal oaths.

ADJORNMENT

There being no further business, Ludens moved to adjourn, second by
Stadelman. All in favor. The meeting adjourned at 7:44pm. The next regular
Parks and Docks Commission meeting will be on Monday, April 28th at 5:30pm.
