CALL TO ORDER

The regular semi-monthly meeting of the Tonka Bay City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

Members present: Mayor LaBelle, Councilmembers Marceau, De La Vega, and Anderson.  Councilmember Holscher was absent.  Also present were City Administrator Kohlmann, City Attorney Penberthy, and Public Works Superintendent Kluver.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Marceau moved to approve the agenda as submitted.  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

De La Vega moved to approve the consent agenda as presented approving the regular meeting minutes of September 25, 2012.  Marceau seconded the motion.  Ayes 4.  Motion carried.

A.
Met Council Lining Grant – Kohlmann stated staff has become aware of a grant from Met Council for up to $50,000 for I & I projects.  He stated a proposal has been put together to apply for such a grant.  He stated we generally line 1000 feet of sewer a year.  He stated this would be several times greater than what has been done.  Kluver stated we have addressed I & I in the past.  He believed this is a good chance to move forward to get more done at a faster rate.  Kohlmann stated this is a good opportunity for the City.  Justin Messner, City Engineer, stated this is a straight forward process.  He indicated WSB has applied for grants such as this in the past.  In response to a question from LaBelle, Messner discussed the possibility of being awarded such a grant.  De La Vega asked if all the areas for lining have been identified.  Kluver stated the areas have been identified.  He stated the areas proposed are two areas that he believed should be given priority.  Messner stated there is $4,000,000 available for the 47 cities that qualify, and not all cities will apply for the grant.  Marceau moved to adopt:

De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes – LaBelle, Marceau, Anderson and De La Vega.  Motion carried.

B.
Brush Chipper Purchase – Kluver reviewed the planned purchase of a new brush chipper.  He noted that although the plan is to purchase the chipper in 2013, it would be most cost effective to purchase it this year.   A savings of approximately $800 would be realized.  He stated the crew has tested the chipper that is listed on the State’s bid contract and has been given favorable feedback from the crew.  He stated the chipper is a Morbark M12R and is sold by Trenchers Plus for $28,909.69.  He stated the item is in stock and can be delivered immediately.  Kluver reviewed funding sources for the purchase.  In response to a question from Marceau, Kluver explained a similar chipper purchased through another vendor would cost over $35,000 without the benefit of the State contract price.  Kluver discussed the use of the chipper for buckthorn removal.  De La Vega moved to approve the purchase of the Morbark M12R brush chipper in the amount of $28,909.69 from Trenchers Plus.  Anderson seconded the motion.  Ayes 4.  Motion carried.

C.
Hockey Rink Repair – Kluver discussed the much needed repairs to the City’s hockey rink at Manitou Park.  He recommended that eight of the 6” x 6” timbers on the west side be replaced this fall.  He explained that the 2” x 12” side boards would be removed first.  Kluver stated any good boards would be saved for reuse.  He also proposed the replacement of the chain link fencing located around each end of the rink with some 4’ fencing that was previously salvaged.  He stated all labor would be performed by the Public Works crew.  The cost of materials is estimated at $1500.  Kluver discussed funding sources.  LaBelle agreed repairs are needed.  Marceau was concerned about the fencing on the east side and that it remain at the height it is because of its proximity to Manitou Road.  LaBelle requested different fencing options be provided.  De La Vega suggested netting be used after the first four feet of fencing.  Kluver stated he would return with additional information on fencing.  Marceau moved to approve hockey rink improvements as proposed.  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 4.  Motion carried.
