1.
CALL TO ORDER

The regular semi-monthly meeting of the Tonka Bay City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL

Members present: Mayor LaBelle, Councilmembers Marceau, De La Vega, Anderson and Holscher.  Also present were City Administrator Kohlmann, City Attorney Penberthy, and Public Works Superintendent Kluver.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA

De La Vega moved to approve the agenda as submitted.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

4.
CONSENT AGENDA

Marceau moved to approve the consent agenda as presented approving the regular meeting minutes of November 27, 2012; Canvassing Board minutes of November 27, 2012; Resolution No. 12-33, Schmidt Variances and CUP Requests; and Accounts Payable .  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARINGS
A.
Second Reading – Ordinance 2012-2 – Amending Section 402, Fee Schedule – Kohlmann noted this is the second reading of the proposed fee schedule for 2013 fees.  He reviewed changes as proposed.  De La Vega discussed his concerns about the proposed ten percent increase to the garbage rates.  He proposed a five percent increase and fund the remainder from the reserve accounts.  Marceau agreed with his proposal as did LaBelle.  Council also discussed the three percent increase to water rates as proposed.  The Council concurred there should be no increase.  De La Vega moved to reflect a five percent increase and a zero percent increase for the water rates and moved to adopt:

Holscher seconded the motion.   Ayes – LaBelle, Holscher, Anderson, Marceau and De La Vega.  Motion carried.

Marceau moved to change Item 7A to be Item 8A under Old Business.  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

NEW BUSINESS

A.
Budget and Tax Levy – Public Comment and Approval – Kohlmann reviewed a breakdown of where the revenue and expenses are allocated historically and in the 2013 proposed budget.  It was noted the Public Safety budget has increased four percent since 2012.  He reviewed property tax rates for surrounding communities.  LaBelle invited the audience to make comments on the proposed budget and tax levy.  There were no public comments.  De La Vega moved to adopt:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING 2013

Marceau seconded the motion.  Ayes – LaBelle, Holscher, Anderson, De La Vega and Marceau.  Motion carried.


B.
2013 Liquor Licenses – Kohlmann reviewed licenses presented for renewal for 2013.  Marceau moved to approve 2013 license renewals.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.


C.
Parade of Homes – Parking – Kohlmann reviewed a proposal from Mark Erickson to use the frontage road from March 2-24, 2013 for parking for the Parade of Homes at 4384 Manitou Road.  De La Vega asked if the house is sold already.  Erickson noted it is being built for a client.  Holscher moved to approve the use of the frontage road in front of City Hall Thursday through Sunday, March 2-24, 2013.  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.  Erickson asked for permission to have small signs posted showing where people should park.  Penberthy suggested approval contingent on the sign ordinance.  LaBelle stated a separate sign permit might be required pending review.  Holscher amended the motion to approve the use subject to the possibility of a sign permit being required.  De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

D.
Sanctuary Salon Spa Sign Request – Kohlmann stated we have a temporary permit from Sanctuary Salon Spa for a ten-day period similar to earlier requests.  Marceau moved to approve the sign request.  Anderson seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.


E.
Hennepin County – Electronic Data – Kohlmann stated this is a regular request from Hennepin County for access to electronic data.  Marceau moved to adopt:

RESOLUTION NO. 12-40

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR

TO RENEW AN AGREEMENT WITH HENNEPIN COUNTY

TO ALLOW ACCESS TO ELECTRONIC DATA
De La Vega seconded the motion.  Ayes – LaBelle, Holscher, Anderson, De La Vega and Marceau.  Motion carried.


F.
Antenna Leases – Consider Legal Review – Kohlmann reviewed a proposal received from Landmark Dividend to purchase our antenna leases.  He asked Council to consider whether we should move forward with a legal review.  He noted this is a different proposal than one received from another company.  Holscher believed a legal review is needed before we proceed to clear up the language.  De La Vega stated but was concerned about the extent of the review that will be required.  LaBelle agreed and stated the legal review is something that will have to happen.  Councilmembers discussed a legal review.  De La Vega suggested pursuing other “bidders” before the legal review.  


G.
LRT – Trail Bridge – Letter of Support – Kohlmann stated the LRT bridge feasibility report has been provided for review.  He stated he is looking for input from the City Council on the request.  De La Vega stated the door is open for our participation.  He stated Tonka Bay is interested in a monument in this area.  There are options for the monument’s location including the bridge’s overpass.  He suggested the language be broader to be included in the design and decision making.  It was suggested the paragraph be rewritten to incorporate our interest.  LaBelle discussed the need for a safe crossing at that location.  Marceau moved to authorize the City Administrator to send the letter as amended.  Anderson seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.  Dave Sturgeon, resident discussed his concerns about the lack of access to the trail from Manitou Road.  De La Vega stated access would be gained from behind All American Recreation and near Lan-de-Con although it has not been decided at this point. 
He stated the intent is to not circumvent the bridge and cut underneath.  LaBelle stated the City Council will keep an eye on the planning process.

H.
City Council – Planning and Zoning – Kohlmann stated the City Council preferred the January 8 time slot for the training.  He stated the only concern is being trained on planning and zoning issues prior to a public hearing the same night.  He stated another option is for staff to prepare variance language in a simplified manner.  De La Vega stated he preferred it be tailored to Tonka Bay and have staff prepare the information tailored on how we do reviews in Tonka Bay.  Holscher stated she didn’t see a problem with having the training prior to the public hearing on January 8.  Penberthy suggested the training be held as a public meeting.

I.
Christmas Eve and New Year’s Eve Holiday – Kohlmann stated staff has requested City Hall be closed on Monday, December 24 and Monday, December 31 for the entire day.  De La Vega stated he didn’t have a problem with it at all.  He stated it is a nice thing and will be appreciated.  LaBelle stated he didn’t have a problem either.  De La Vega moved to approve closing City Hall the morning of Monday, December 24 and Monday, December 31.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.


J.
Staff COLA – Kohlmann stated a 1% COLA is proposed for non-union staff members in 2013.  De La Vega moved to approve the 1% COLA increase for non-union staff members effective January 1, 2013.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.


K.
Administrator Review – Kohlmann stated reviews have been provided to the City Council for their input on his performance.  LaBelle stated Joe has done a terrific job and has grown considerably every year since he began.  Holscher stated if you have any questions at all, she has always found Kohlmann to be available.  De La Vega moved to increase Kohlmann’s pay by three percent plus a one percent COLA increase.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.

Cancel December 25th Meeting – Kohlmann stated this is a tradition to cancel the second meeting in December which falls on Christmas Day this year.  Marceau moved to cancel the 2nd meeting in December on December 25.  Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes 5.  Motion carried.
