NEW BUSINESS

A.
Lot Split/Combination – Seamans, 26 Lilah Lane – Kohlmann reviewed the application from 26 Lilah Lane to slide the property line to the north.  He reviewed the survey included with the application.  Staff recommended approval of the request.  He noted it went through the pre-application process and has been reviewed by the City Attorney.  Holscher asked what the intent is to move the lot line.  She noted there is a gravel overlay in the area where the lot line is moving.  She stated there is also a trailer on the intended site and was concerned about access to any future property owner.  Kevin Seamans, applicant stated that he owns the trailer and it will be removed.  Marceau moved to adopt:

Holscher seconded the motion.  Ayes – LaBelle, De La Vega, Holscher, Anderson and Marceau.  Motion carried.

B.
North Waseca Fire Lane Proposed Ordinance Amendment – Kohlmann stated there has been some discussion about the existing ordinance language relating to fire lanes.  Staff has attempted to create new language to address Class III fire lane uses. He asked for input on the draft ordinance.  He noted the next step would be to work with Chief Litsey on the language.  Anderson stated he did not like that swimming has been singled out as not being allowed for safety reasons.  Marceau stated there are liability concerns.  Penberthy stated the City’s liability extends to harbor limits which are halfway out on the water.  He stated the issue was because we did not say you cannot swim, and if someone is hurt, we would be liable.  The City is governing the access.  Councilmembers discussed liability issues.  Holscher was concerned about liability issues where dogs swimming would be concerned.  Penberthy stated it would be for everyone including dogs.  Councilmembers discussed the proposed ordinance language.  De La Vega discussed a possible loophole in the ordinance and suggested language be added, “As defined for each fire lane”.  LaBelle believed the sentence before that negates the need for that additional language.  De La Vega suggested dropping the entire line because of the confusion.  Penberthy discussed the intent to keep the fire lanes open for public use.  De La Vega suggested “retrieving boats” be added to the ordinance and the more generic term “watercraft” used.  He stated it is the term used by the LMCD to cover a larger number of vehicles used in the water.  Penberthy stated it is up to the Council to determine how to approach this issue by defining there is an issue and determining the solution.  Kohlmann stated the proposed ordinance would be brought back for a first reading at the next meeting with suggested amendments.

Michelle Koyama, 35 Sunrise Avenue was concerned about the frequency of business uses on the North Waseca fire lane.  She was also concerned about the person using the fire lane who claims it for the entire day.  She believed it deters her use of the fire lane any day, all day long.  The Council urged her to call the police when her use is impeded.
